Lesson Plan

Standards:

8.5.1, 8.5.2, 8.2.4, 8.2.5 and 8.2.3

Objective:

Students will be able to interpret the origin of rocks identified and mapped using Geology Explorer.

Students will demonstrate an understanding of metamorphism.

Supplies:

Computer, Geology Explorer, reference material and presentation material (projector, paper, colored pencils, etc.)

Activities:

Working in teams, students will bring up their colored map of identified rock outcroppings from previous completed work on Geology Explorer.   Students will print the completed, color coded map of the outcroppings.  

Students will produce a written description of a possible history of the rocks in the mapped area.

Assessment:

Students, using the technology available, will present their histories to the class.
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
